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Communio was founded in 1972 by Hans Urs von 
Balthasar, Henri de Lubac, and Joseph Ratzinger 
to assist in the renewal called for by the Second 
Vatican Council, concentrating in a particular way 
on the essential relationship between theology and 
culture. Now published in collaboration with six-
teen other editions in Europe, Latin America, and 
the Middle East, Communio is truly “catholic” and 
international in scope. (Cardinal Karol Wojtyła 
was instrumental in the establishment of a Polish 
edition.)
 The English-language edition of Communio 
is a quarterly issue that regularly carries articles on 
philosophy, the arts, and the relationship between 

Catholicism and American culture. Emphasis is 
placed on exploring the meaning of John Paul II’s 
call for a “new evangelization.” Indeed, in every 
issue of Communio an effort is made to reestablish 
the bond between prayer and theological refl ec-
tion, the loosening of which lies at the heart of so 
many contemporary problems.
